The combined Agenda and Regular Meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of District 9, 1222 Green Street, Iselin, New Jersey, was called to order at 7:45 p.m. by the President with notices posted in the Home News Tribune, on the bulletin board at Fire Company #1 and at Town Hall as prescribed by the Laws of 1975.  A salute to the flag was led by the President.

Roll Call of Commissioners:  S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams and E. A. Mullen. D. Thaker was excused.  Also in
                                           Attendance were E. Mullen, the Fire Official and the Chief.

The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by K. Williams and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and K. Williams).

Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  9-5 radio is out for repair.  New generator was installed in 9-2-4.  MK is working on the side door alarm in 9-6.  Received information regarding the preliminary estimate to refurbish 9-2-4.  Compressor was repaired in 9-3-4.  Hose testing will be held on April 25th.   

Hydrants:  Nothing to report. 
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  Wunder Electric will be giving us a quote for new LED lights in House 2.    

Communication Equipment:   

ESS removed the radio in 9-5 for repair.  The Officer radio in 9-6 needs to be programmed.  Verizon replaced the Fire Official’s cell phones.  Working with ESP and the Microsoft vendor regarding the tablets.  A meeting with the Township regarding updating the radio system was held on February 12th at 6:30 p.m. at Town Hall.  A brief discussion was held regarding the results of that meeting.
Fire Prevention:

The Fire Official’s report was accepted with a motion made by K. Williams and seconded by E.A. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and K. Williams).  The Fire Official requested a brief Personnel Meeting following this one.  
Legal & Insurance:

Waiting for Drew Memorial to give us a quote to repair the monument near the fuel pumps, and we will ask Semanza to repair the base.  A resolution to grant an expense advance for K. Wertz for his trip to Atlantic City had previously been approved.
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Deferred Business:

Progress on the E-Z Pass account; we are waiting for approval from the Turnpike Authority.  Mr. Bennett is working with Rutgers Health to get some dates for sexual harassment classes.  Mr. Wertz noted that the President of the Fire Co. had asked that Firewatch be included in the Mutual Services Agreement. He added that he does not agree with this and thought that it should stay strictly between the Bureau and the Fire Chief as to the staffing of Firewatch since it is not coming out of Mutual Services funds.  The Mutual Services Agreement will be finalized and presented for signature. 
Communications and Bills:

A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to pay all bills for the month of January 2019 in the amount of $206,219.83.  Communications were as follows:
· A letter from the Middlesex County Clerk regarding compliance with the election laws
· A notice from the MEL Safety Institute regarding facial hair and fit-testing for firefighters
· A memo from Joseph Nisky regarding the Township meeting regarding the upgrading of the radio system
· A memo from B. Kenney to President Penna and Chief McPartland regarding application status
· A letter from Fail Safe regarding the hose testing to be done on April 25, 2019

· Various reports

A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to accept the correspondence and make it a part of the permanent record.
Chief’s Report: 

63 calls for the month of January with no firefighter injuries.  Discussed equipment requests.  A motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to approve all of the equipment requests (except for the tablets) as stated in the Chief’s report, which includes boots, gloves, stickers, tags and turnout gear.  Discussed training requests and a motion was made by Mr. Mullen and seconded by Mr. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to approve training classes for McPartland, Rebovich, Carloni and Bennett as stated in the Chief’s report.  A motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to accept the Chief’s report.  The Chief requested a Personnel Meeting following this one.  
Health & Safety:

Mr. Bennett reported that a notice was received from the Burlington County Fire Chiefs’ Association regarding “Fire Scene Decontamination of Products of Combustion/Cancer Reduction.” He added that a reorganization meeting was held and minutes are forthcoming.
The meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m. after the Personnel Meeting.
