The monthly Meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of District 9, 1222 Green Street, Iselin, New Jersey, was called to order at 7:40 p.m. by the President with notices posted in the Home News Tribune, on the bulletin board at Fire Company #1 and at Town Hall as prescribed by the Laws of 1975.  A salute to the flag was led by the President.

Roll Call of Commissioners:  S. Larko, M. Rudy, E. A. Mullen and D. Thaker.  K. Williams was excused. 
                                          Also in Attendance were W. Kenney, E.R. Mullen, the Fire Official, the
                                          attorney and the Chief.      
The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by D. Thaker and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker).

Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus. The APX6500 mobile radio for 9-5 has been ordered and will take about 3 weeks to come in.  EES has taken care of the problems with 9-6; bill is forthcoming.  The problems with 9-3-4 were resolved including the regulator and the pump valve.  Ladder testing was completed with no issues; the hose testing will be held on April 25th.   
Hydrants:  Nothing to report. 

Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  Wunder Electric will be giving us a quote for new LED lights in House 2.  A motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to have House 2 painted for a price of $2400.  Another motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to have the back room in House 1 painted for a price not to exceed $4,000.  Mr. Rudy noted that the Landscaper we use has never changed his price all the years we’ve used him so he made a motion seconded by Mr. Thaker that we continue with him; everyone was in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker).
Communication Equipment:   

ESS will replace the radio in 9-5.  The Officer radio in 9-6 was programmed.  Working with ESP and the Microsoft vendor regarding the tablets.  A meeting with the Township regarding updating the radio system held on March 13th at 6:30 p.m. at Town Hall.  Waiting for more information from the Township.  Mr. Mullen noted that he is looking into information 
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regarding the server upgrade.  
Fire Prevention:

Regarding the request for computer equipment, Mr. Mullen noted that we had received a quote which was under $500 so it was ordered.   The Fire Official’s report was accepted with a motion made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker).  
Legal & Insurance:

Attorney noted that a preliminary investigation will be done on a private matter, after which we will report back to the Board.  Waiting for Drew Memorial to give us a quote to repair the monument near the fuel pumps, and we will ask Semanza to repair the base.  
Deferred Business:

E-Z Pass was installed in all vehicles and it is to be used on the Turnpike and Garden State Parkway only.
New Business:

Mr. Mullen discussed the refurb for 9-2-4 and the bond issue.  He will meet with the senator to try and get a timeline.  He received permission from the Board to discuss the matter at the next fire Company Meeting.  The next meeting will be held on May 14th.
Communications and Bills:

A motion was made by Mr. Thaker and seconded by Mr. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and M. Rudy) to pay all bills for the month of March 2019 in the amount of $110,001.18.  Communications were as follows:

· A letter from Mr. Kenney to Chief McPartland and Fire Official Wertz regarding the installation of E-Z Pass
· A letter from Fire Official Wertz to Fords Dispatch regarding his and Mary Wertz’ temporary unavailability
· A letter from the Middlesex Water Company regarding hydrant flushing 
· A letter from the Woodbridge Township Office of the Council attaching the 2019 Financial Disclosure Statements which need to be filed by April 30th 

· Various reports

A motion was made by Mr. Rudy and seconded by Mr. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to accept the correspondence and make it a part of the permanent record.
Chief’s Report: 
56 calls for the month of March with no firefighter injuries.  Chief noted of two driver qualifications then discussed the equipment requests, i.e., 6 pair of boots for the 6 members who were fitted for gear for $425.00.  A motion was made by Mr. Mullen and seconded by Mr. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. Mullen and M. Rudy) to approve the purchase.
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Health & Safety:

Mr. Bennett had submitted copies of the updated Policies and Procedures Manual which was approved by the Board.  Next Health & Safety meeting is in May.

The Fire Company President talked about the Fire Company Dinner next month.
The meeting adjourned at 8:05 pm.
