Roll Call of Commissioners:  S. Larko, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker.  M. Rudy was 

excused.  Also in attendance were W. Kenney, E.R. Mullen, Deputy Chief Kennedy, the Fire Official and the Attorney.  
The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by D. Thaker and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker).

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  ESI to come in for the tool mounting on 9-2-4 and some changes they can do in-house. Mr. E.R. Mullen gave an update on the 9‑3‑4 refurb.  Hose testing was completed.  Oil leak repair on 9-3-3 is waiting on parts.  Ladder testing completed.  PM and warranty work being done on 9‑2‑4 at Seagrave.  They found an issue with the transmission so Mr. Kenney gave them the go‑ahead to repair it.  When it comes back, 9-2 will go to go EES for repairs to the battery, etc. 
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade on hold.  Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Security cameras upgrade—working on quotes. We do have a problem with one of the security cameras and the wiring needs to be tested.  Waiting on some Gym equipment to come in.  Working on quotes for the A/C units in the radio room and Gym.  Diamond plating in House 1 completed.  Work on pull-down attic stairway will start soon.
Communications Equipment:   

Mr. Kenney noted of a discrepancy in the bill list for Radio Maintenance—it should be $1,220, not $21,220.
Fire Prevention:

The Fire Official submitted his report and a motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to accept the report.  
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Legal & Insurance:    

The attorney discussed a Resolution to approve the purchase of a Freightliner M2-106 with Cummins L9 Engine through the Educational Services Commission of N.J. at a cost not to exceed $88,845.95.  After a lengthy discussion, a motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, yes; K. Williams, yes; E. A. Mullen, yes; and D. Thaker, yes) to approve the Resolution as read.  Mr. Williams found out that due to a hold up in production, computer chips for vehicles being produced are not available at this time but they should be available sometime this year. Deferred Business:


Old Gym equipment and miscellaneous equipment are to be auctioned off—pending.

New Business:   
The Explorer Advisor, P. Rebovich, submitted a request for three Explorers and two adult instructors/chaperones to attend the Ohio Youth Fire Training Academy from July 11-17 for a total cost of $3,800.  After a brief discussion about age restriction, it was decided to table this until next month’s meeting.

He discussed membership then outstanding requests (no training requests).  He then requested approval to purchase 12 antennas for the old-style radios and 12 antennas for the new-style radios.  
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Discussed the miscellaneous including the disposal of surplus equipment at House 2, the NFIRS license being moved to the radio room computer, and the Pregnancy Policy.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, D. Thaker, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to approve P. Rebovich to qualify on 9-3-3 and 9-3-4.  A motion was made by E. A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, D. Thaker, E. A. Mullen, and K. Williams) to accept the Chief’s Report.  
Health & Safety:


The Covid Policy was discussed.  The next meeting will be held in May 2021.
