   Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  9-2-4 is in East Brunswick for the refurb; when the final lettering comes in, Mr. Kenney will let the Board know.  The final inspection will be Friday.  Mr. Kenney and Mr. Mullen will be going over the change-orders.  Mr. Mullen gave an update on the 9-3-4 refurb and reported that we have a new contact person who will be coming on as the consulting engineer and he gave us his recommendations.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by E.A. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, D. Thaker, E.A Mullen, M. Rudy and K. Williams) to approve the new Fire Apparatus Consultant for 9-3-4 and the contract as submitted.  EES is working on some miscellaneous repairs.  9-3-3 was sent out for an oil leak repair.  It will cost $2,000 to remove the engine and fix the leak; parts were ordered.  Due to the Quarantine, the completion date should be around May 1st.  Supplies and equipment were ordered for the Corona Virus.

Mr. Kenney and the Chief spoke about getting 30 mask adaptors and 100 filters  for the Scott Masks but the time that they would be received is 7-10 weeks and would cost $2,655.00.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams, D. Thaker and E.A. Mullen) to approve this purchase.
