The combined monthly Meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of District 9, 1222 Green Street, Iselin, New Jersey, was called to order at 7:38 p.m. by the President under Chapter 231 of the Laws of 1975 with notices posted in the Home News Tribune, on the bulletin board at Fire Company #1 and #2, and at Town Hall as prescribed by law.  A salute to the flag was led by the President.

Roll Call of Commissioners: M. Rudy K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker.  S. Larko was 

excused.  Also in attendance were W. Kenney, E.R. Mullen, the Chief, the Fire Official and the Attorney.  
The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by D. Thaker and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker).

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  ESI to come in for the tool mounting on 9-2-4 and some changes they can do in-house. Mr. E.R. Mullen gave an update on the 9‑3‑4 refurb.  Mr. Williams discussed a change in the battery order.  PM and warranty work was completed on 9-2-4.  Waiting on parts to repair the oil leak on 9-3-3.  MK to work with the Chief on placement of the new TICs of the apparatus.  9‑2 to go to EES for repairs.  Mr. Kenney discussed a letter received from Firefighter A. Jhaj regarding the leaf blower.  He added that the Officers need to make sure that those operating 9-3-4 are qualified, especially when going to refill the Scott bottles.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade on hold.  Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Security camera to be repaired this month.  Still waiting on some Gym equipment to come in.  Working on quotes for the A/C units in the radio room and Gym.  Attic stairs in House 1 to be replaced; waiting for parts.  Information regarding the playground is forthcoming.  Received price quotes to replace the cooler and dish washer.  A motion made by K. Williams and seconded by E.R. Mullen with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to purchase a new cooler from BA Supplies for $2,033.27 plus additional shipping.   Another motion made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to purchase new dish washer from Restaurant Depot for $811.15 not including installation.   
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Communications Equipment:   

Mr. Kenney noted that the Officers now have access to the computer in the radio room, so the NFIRS reports can be done there as long as the member working on them does not forget to log out.  Also, the radio for 9-3-2 that was sent out for repair cannot be repaired.  Presently working with the Township regarding their I.T. Program as well as 9-3-2.
Fire Prevention:

The Fire Official submitted his report and a motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to accept the report.  
Legal & Insurance:    

Gave updates on Civil Action Carteret Fire and the Junior Firefighter Program.  Ages 16 and up are able to attend the Ohio Program.  The Township has asked about entering into a Shared Services Agreement and a Cooperative Pricing System (Co-Op). The attorney has perused these requests and a motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to enter into a Co-Op with the Township. Another motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to enter into a Shared Services Agreement with the Township when making purchases through their Qualified Purchasing Agent.  
Deferred Business:

Old Gym equipment is to be auctioned off on Municibid.  miscellaneous equipment is also to be auctioned off but that is still pending; pictures will be taken.  A question was raised about bidding on the equipment ourselves; we will look into this question.   Regarding the Explorer request to Ohio, a motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to approve three Explorers and two Firefighters to attend the Ohio Youth Fire Training Academy from July 11‑17 for a total cost of $3,800.  
New Business:   
A motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to purchase another leaf blower.
Communications and Bills:

A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, D. Thaker, E. A. Mullen, and D. Thaker) to pay all bills for the month of April 2021 in the amount of $106,015.89.  Communications were as follows:

· Received an “Open Public Records Act Request Form” from the Township regarding a request for current and/or historical environmental records 
· A letter from the Township regarding the Shared Services Agreement and the Cooperative Pricing System

· Received a copy of the certification of the election results
· Correspondence regarding a Civil Action against certain Fire Departments seeking a declaration that IAA Tort Claims Notices were timely
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· Various reports
A motion was made by E. A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, D. Thaker, E. A. Mullen, and K. Williams) to accept the correspondence and make it a part of the permanent record.
Chief’s Report:

The Chief reported of 40 calls for the month with no firefighter injuries. He requested approval to qualify Mike Greve on 9-3-4.  He discussed membership, equipment requests and training requests totaling $7200 as stated in his report.  He added that, at the last Explorers’    Meeting, it was requested to revise the bylaws to reflect the new regulation.  He then discussed some miscellaneous issues including disposal of surplus equipment at House 2, Pre-plans/Tablets, NFIRS license, Pregnancy Policy, and a request to bring a vehicle to upcoming wet downs.  A lengthy discussion was held regarding Pre-planning and the ESP Program.  This will be discussed further in the future.  A motion was made by E. A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, D. Thaker, E. A. Mullen, and K. Williams) to approve the training requests as long as enough members sign up.  Briefly discussed the disposal of some of the surplus equipment.  Discussed using the van to bring to wet downs since it is not an emergency vehicle.  
Public Discussion:   Nothing at this time.
A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (M. Rudy, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to adjourn the meeting at 8:42 p.m.
