Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  ESI to come in for the tool mounting on 9-2-4 and some changes they can do in-house.  9‑3‑4 refurb update.  9-3-5, 9-3-1 and the van were all repaired.  Waiting on parts to repair the oil leak in 9‑3‑3.  MK to work with the Chief on placement of the new TICs on the apparatus.  9‑2 is at EES for repairs and should be back this week.  9-6 was repaired for warrantee engine sensor.  9‑5 still has a problem with the officer side rear door sensor.  Mr. Kenney will check if this is covered under warrantee.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade on hold.  Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Security camera to be repaired this month.  Still waiting on some Gym equipment to come in.
