Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  9-2-4 is back and will be having the tools mounted possibly on Friday.  Mr. E.R. Mullen gave an update on 9-3-4 refurb.  We met with the rep from Salisbury.  They had gone over the air truck very thoroughly and gave us some ideas.  They may design fill stations for the truck.  Mr. Mullen will keep the Board posted.  EES working on some miscellaneous repairs.  Waiting on parts for 9-3-3’s oil leak.  SCBA compressor at House 2 is out of service and waiting for parts.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  Repair work at House 1 and 2 is complete.  Mr. Rudy is working with the landscaper.

Mr. Kenney asked if there first needs to be some kind of opening-up procedures: social distancing, wear masks, one at a time.  Mr. Kenney then asked the Chief if there can be 
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some kind of procedure in regards to the air packs; he purchased 60 batteries for the packs.  Mr. E.R. Mullen noted that there are already Standard Operating Procedures in place.
