The combined Agenda and Regular Meetings of the Board of Fire Commissioners of District 9, 1222 Green Street, Iselin, New Jersey, was called to order at 7:35 p.m. by the President with notices posted in the Home News Tribune, on the bulletin board at Fire Company #1 and at Town Hall as prescribed by the Laws of 1975.  A salute to the flag was led by the President.

The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by D. Thaker and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams and D. Thaker).

Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  Mr. Mullen gave an update on 9‑2-4.  It will be going to Don Salzman for repairs from the accident and should be completed by August.  Pump testing will be done on August 13.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  Wunder Electric replaced new LED lights in House 2.  Blinds are on order for House 2.  Ceiling tiles were replaced in the meeting room at House 1.  
Communication Equipment:   

9-6 officer radio is back in service.  Mr. Kenney and ESP are working with the Microsoft vendor on the tablets.  Working on setting a demo date for the new inspector program.  Mr. Mullen noted that at the Joint Board Meeting they discussed the possible replacement of radios.
Fire Prevention:

Mr. Wertz noted that the inspections are going well.  The Fire Official’s report was accepted by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams  and D. Thaker).
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Legal & Insurance:

Waiting for Drew Memorial to give us a quote to repair the monument near the fuel pumps, and we will ask Semanza to repair the base.  Mr. Kenney noted that we received a check from the insurance company for the 9-2-4 accident less $1,000 deductible.  The attorney requested that we have a Personnel Session to discuss pending issues.

Chief’s Report:

The Chief reported that A. Karlin qualified on 9-3-4, then requested the purchase of EDispatches for $129 a month plus $200 start‑up fee.  Mr. Bennett then went over the training requests.  A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to approve the training requests.  The Chief requested a Personnel Session following the meeting.  He then noted that he had previously submitted a copy of a letter to the Board from a Volunteer Firefighter in Rockville, Maryland and was informed that it was turned over to the attorney for handling.  A motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to approve the driver qualification request.  Another motion was made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, D. Thaker and M. Rudy) to approve the purchase of EDispatches.
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Health & Safety:
Mr. Bennett reported that a “Live Burn” class will be held in a couple of weeks.
Floor Participation:

Mr. Penna inquired about a complaint submitted within the last month regarding a violation of the Harassment Policy and was informed that it is being handled and will be discussed in a Personnel Session.
