Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus 9-3-3 oil leak repair waiting on parts.  MK to work with the Chief on placement of the new TICs on the apparatus.  EES completed repairs on 9-2.  Sensor repaired in the Officer side rear door in 9‑5 but it is still at EES for repair of the wire harness issues; Mr. Kenney will ask them to look at 9-6 as well.  Mr. E.R. Mullen gave an update on the 9-3-4 refurb.  Specs will be reviewed to make sure all the changes are incorporated then they will be turned over to our Attorney.  Looking at a mid-October date as long as there are no more issues.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
