The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, D. Thaker, E.A Mullen and K. Williams).

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  9-2-4 will be going to have the tools mounted.  EES is working on some miscellaneous repairs. Still waiting for parts which were ordered for the oil leak in 9-3-3.  SCBA compressor at House 2 is back in service.  Don Drapper is to repair the stripes on 9-2-4.  Pump Testing will be held on Thursday, August 6th, for the pumpers not the ladder truck since it was just tested.  A letter was received from Mr. E.R. Mullen in regards to an incident with Engine 9-2 on August 3rd stating that, in pulling it out of the bay, he aligned it poorly and dislodged the rear marker light and scraped some of the paint from the door frame.  Mr. E.R. Mullen gave an update on 9-3-4 refurb as follows:  Met with a rep from Salisbury who collected some photos showing what it is he is trying to accomplish.  Should have the specs soon.  
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.

Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade. Received quotes from Chris Hamel as follows:  $1,800 to paint the Gym and $3200 to paint the rear fire escape.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, D. Thaker, E.A Mullen and K. Williams) to accept the proposal to have the Gym painted.  Another with a motion made by D. Thaker and seconded by K. William with everyone in favor (S. Larko, D. Thaker, E.A Mullen and K. Williams) to accept the proposal to have the rear stairs and three exterior doors sanded, primed and painted.
Communications Equipment:   

Mr. E.R. Mullen noted that we still have not received the pager order from Pinnacle.   He will stay on top of it. 
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Fire Prevention:

The Fire Official submitted a request to purchase a 52” bookcase.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D.Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, D. Thaker, E.A Mullen and K. Williams) to approve the request to purchase a bookcase for $212.95.  The Fire Official’s report was accepted with a motion made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, D. Thaker, E.A Mullen and K. Williams).  Mr. Kenney asked the Fire Official if he received any information from the State regarding what is going to happen in October with Fire Prevention and drills.  He stated that drills do not have to be mandatory, but he has not received any info regarding Fire Prevention, especially in regards to schools and ordering supplies for Fire Prevention Week.
Legal & Insurance:  

Met with Groundwater & Environment Services who stated that they will do the work at House 2 on August 12th.

New Business:
Mr. Kenney noted that He will further with Mike Rudy and the Chief regarding the 14-foot Jon boat and trailer being put out for auction.  Discussion on this will be tabled until next month.  Mr. Kenney noted that we need to talk to the Chief about having the vehicles sprayed again.
Communications and Bills:

A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to pay all bills for the month of July 2020 in the amount of $115,511.12.  Communications were as follows:

A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, D. Thaker and E.A. Mullen) to accept the correspondence and make it a part of the permanent record.
Chief’s Report:
The Deputy Chief reported of 62 calls for the month with no firefighter injuries.  He discussed the membership applications and outstanding equipment requests.  A motion was made by E. A. Mullen and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, D. Thaker and E.A. Mullen) to purchase two Hot Sticks for the two Chiefs’ cars for approximately $350 each.  A motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, D. Thaker and E.A. Mullen) to accept the Chief’s report.  Mr. Kenney noted that a question had come up regarding the Explorers being online for training.  Discussed.
Health & Safety:  
Briefly discussed the COVID restrictions and requirements.  After discussion, a motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, D. Thaker and E.A. Mullen) to purchase three reusable face masks per member.  Mr. E.R. Mullen will look into having our logo put on each mask.
