Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  9-3-3 oil leak repair waiting on parts.  MK to work with the Chief on placement of the new TICs on the apparatus.  EES completed repairs on the pump gate handles on 9-6 and the wire harness issues in 9-5.  They will be repairing the trans bearing issues on 9-2-4.  9-2 had minor damage while backing into the building; the rear marker light was repaired.  9-5 will be going to Don Salzman for body work; received an estimate of $2,798.36 for the work.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams and D. Thaker) to have Don Salzman do the work under State Contract.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.

Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade on hold.  Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Security camera to be repaired this month.  Received three quotes for the A/C units in the radio room and gym.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams and D. Thaker) to have Sullivan Co. install the units for $14,300.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams and D. Thaker) to have Pezz Electric repair the House 1 generator for $4,250.  Regarding the playground repair, received a quote from Becker’s School Supplies for $23,156.00 to do the work. Dishwasher on order.  Mr. Kenney added that Ed is working with Don Draper regarding the work at House 2.
Communications Equipment:   

Radio for 9-3-2 was sent out for repair and it was determined that it is not repairable and needs to be picked up.

Williams) to approve all the training requests.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, D. Thaker and K. Williams) to accept the Chief’s Report and make it a part of the permanent record.
