The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by M. Rudy and seconded by E.A. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and K. Williams).

Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  9‑2-4 will be going to Don Salzman for repairs from the accident 8/19/19.  Pump testing completed and there was an issue with 9-6.  9-6 repairs to charger.  A/C and Trans complete.  Briefly discussed contract with Seagraves.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  Wunder Electric replaced outlets in House 1 Meeting Room.  Blinds installed in House 2.  Mr. Kenney noted that the refrigerator in House 1 second floor needs replacing and got prices from Home Depot and PC Richards.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by E.A. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen and K. Williams) to purchase a refrigerator at PC Richards for $650.
Communication Equipment:   

Mr. Kenney and ESP are working with the Microsoft vendor on the tablets. Demo date for the new inspector program was cancelled.
Fire Prevention:

The Fire Official’s report was briefly discussed then accepted with a motion by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy,

Legal & Insurance:

Waiting for Drew Memorial to give us a quote to repair the monument near the fuel pumps, and we will ask Semanza to repair the base.  The attorney had perused and approved the contract with Seagrave for 9-2-4 refurbishing and recommended adding a clause about arbitration.  Mr. Mullen briefly discussed the financial figures and gave his recommendation.  A motion was then made by Mr. Williams and seconded by Mr. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams and E.A. Mullen) to approve the contract.
Old Business:

Mr. Williams noted that the Board had previously discussed the re-surfacing of House 1 bay floors for an approximate amount of $8200.  Mr. Rudy suggested having someone come in for a demo and suggested tabling the issue for another month.
