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September 10, 2019

The minutes of the previous meeting were accepted with a motion made by D. Thaker and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and K. Williams).

Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  9‑2-4 will be going to Don Salzman for repairs to the bumper; refurb update in about a week.  9-6 had another problem with the A/C unit so it will be replaced under warrantee.  Pod for 9-2-4 equipment at House 2.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  There was an issue with the security cameras due to a power failure.  House 1 garden hose and valve repaired.  9-5 electric cord needs to be repaired.
Communication Equipment:   

Mr. Kenney and ESP are working with the Microsoft vendor on the tablets.  Mr. Kenney spoke to the sales rep for Dell and he will be setting up an account.  We received a price of approximately $5,000 for two tablets.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and K. Williams) to approve the purchase.  It was noted that the computers came in and were set up at House 2.
Fire Prevention:

The Fire Official’s report accepted a motion made by K. Williams and seconded by

Legal & Insurance:

Waiting for Drew Memorial to give us a quote to repair the monument near the fuel pumps, and we will ask Semanza to repair the base.  There were a couple of issues that were turned over to the attorney for handling.

Old Business:

Regarding the re-surfacing of House 1 bay floors, Mr. Williams noted that it can be done in mid‑November for an approximate amount of $8200.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by M. Rudy with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and K. Williams) to have it done.  
New Business:

Mr. Williams reported receipt of a request from the Township Hockey Team to use our parking lot for a car wash; this was approved.  Mr. Williams also noted that he would like to register to attend a Sexual Harassment Class at Rutgers at a cost of $250. A motion was made by M. Rudy and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and K. Williams) to approve this.  

Communications and Bills:

A motion was made by M. Rudy and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and M. Rudy) to accept the correspondence and make it a part of the permanent record.
Chief’s Report: 
Deputy Chief Bennett noted of 43 calls for the month of August with no firefighter injuries.  He then discussed the equipment and training requests.  He noted that the Board had set a policy that everyone is to take the “Drive to Survive” Class and there were still a couple of members that have not taken the class.   Deputy Chief Bennett requested $325 to purchase an Instructors Kit for the class, and a motion was made by M. Williams and seconded by E.A. Mullen with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and M. Rudy) to approve this purchase.  
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Another motion was made by M. Rudy and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and M. Rudy) to approve the purchase of gear as requested for an approximate total price of $10,500.  The next Health & Safety Meeting will be held in November.
The meeting adjourned at 8:05 p.m. followed by a Personnel Session.
