Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  Regarding the oil leak in 9-3-3, we are waiting on parts.  MK to work with the Chief on placement of the new TICs for the apparatus.  The backup monitor for 9-2-4 is on order.  The check-engine sensor was replaced in 9-2.  Seagrave has parts ordered for the hydraulic filter monitor in 9-2-4.  The hand light charger for 9-6 is on order to replace the broken one.  9-5 will be going to Don Salzman for body work sometime this month.  MK is working on getting parts for     the light tower repair in 9-3-4.

We will hold on the purchase of additional Scott bottles until we hear from the Joint Boards about incurring some of the costs.  The Chief will get a count on the bottles and report back.  The Chief also requested the purchase of new tablets for the Officers; this will be discussed further.  The Health & Safety Meeting, the next meeting will be held in November.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, E.A. Mullen, D. Thaker and K. Williams) to accept the Chief’s Report and make it a part of the permanent record. 
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Public Discussion:   

Mr. Rudy suggested that we think about hiring a company that will put up “magnetic” Christmas lights on the building each year then take them down, store them, and come back every year for $4500.
