Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  Regarding the oil leak in 9-3-3, we are waiting on parts.  MK to work with the Chief on placement of the new TICs for the apparatus.  The backup monitor for 9-2-4 is on order.  Also, Seagrave has parts ordered for the hydraulic filter monitor.  The hand light charger for 9-6 is on order to replace the broken one.  Don Salzman completed the body work on 9-5.   MK is working on getting parts to repair the light tower.  Update was given on 9-3-4—status unchanged, except we may have a problem with the shipment of the computer chip.  Mr. Kenney noted that we are looking to get an Aluminum Hitch Cargo Carrier for the snow blower for $344.99 from Northern Tool.  A motion was made by K. Williams and seconded by D. Thaker with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, K. Williams, E.A. Mullen and D. Thaker) to purchase the Cargo Carrier for $344.99 plus shipping costs.  Mr. Williams noted that he had suggested at the last meeting to purchase a “high-water rescue-type vehicle.”  After discussion, he noted that it would cost over $68,000.  Further discussion is warranted.
