Reports of Committees:

Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  Mr. Kenney noted that we received an additional change-order from Seagraves for 9-2-4 for $17,995.02 to change the front of the vehicle.  It includes the pull-out tray and changing the existing lights to LED.  Mr. Mullen will make his report on the 9-3-4 refurb update at the next meeting.  He did say though that he went down to the plant last week where fire apparatus is built and found it very interesting.
Hydrants:  Nothing to report.
Facilities:

Paint cabinet upgrade is on hold. Researching prices to upgrade the traffic lights.  Working on quotes for the security camera upgrade.  The HVAC unit for the second floor has been upgraded.  They will be in to correct some issues including reprogramming the unit.  The truck bay backup lights have been installed.  Wunder will be in to connect the wiring.  The lighting for the truck house and hallway will cost $8,250.

Mr. Kenney noted that the hose driers came in and are being tested for one month.

Chief’s Report: 
Acting Chief Bennett noted of 42 calls for the month of November with no firefighter injuries.  
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He then discussed the training and equipment requests as follows:
4 Pelican 9430 advanced lighting unit at $900 each

Eleven fire helmet shields @ 35 each
20 45-minute SCBA bottles @ $1300 each

One white Cairns 1010 Helmet @ $275
60 Scott AV 3000 HT Masks @340 each
Mr. Bennett requested approval of one of the training requests, i.e., the Drive-to-Survive Class costing $1050 per session for three sessions.  He also asked if the class should be opened up to others.  This was approved and a motion was made by E.A. Mullen and seconded by K. Williams with everyone in favor (S. Larko, M. Rudy, D. Thaker, E.A. Mullen and K. Williams) to approve the request to attend the Drive-to-Survive Class.  Mr. Bennett noted that only one member had requested to replace the Universal machine in the gym with an elliptical machine.  He also noted that by the end of the year, we need to make some changes to the Explorer Program.  He also requested laptop/pads for the apparatus.  
Floor Participation:

Mr. Wertz noted that during Fire Prevention Week, Middlesex Water Co. will be shutting down the hydrants on Kelly Street for four hours to test the water.  Mr. Wertz 
added that he will purchase Mary’s shield himself but was told that was not necessary.  The Vice-President of the Fire Company, Firefighter Harlin, requested a laptop for the Fire Co. Meetings.
