Fire Equipment & Apparatus:

MK completed miscellaneous repairs to the apparatus.  Regarding the oil leak in 9-3-3, we are waiting on parts.  MK to work with the Chief on placement of the new TICs for the apparatus.  The backup monitor for 9-2-4 is on order.  Also, Seagrave has parts ordered for the hydraulic filter monitor.  The hand light charger for 9-6 is on order to replace the broken one.  EES is repairing the wire harness issues with 9-2-4.  MK is working on getting parts for the light tower repair.  Tires were replaced on 9-3-2. Update was given on 9-3-4—status unchanged, except we still have problems with the shipment of the computer chips.
